We are
aiming to better the 88% attendance we had in
2020.

We have an attendance process where we
monitor our student’s attendance twice a term
throughout the year. If a student attendance is
less than 80% of that time a letter is sent home
stating the percentage of attendance and the
amount of days present, absent or late. There
are multiple steps in this process and if an
improvement is not seen, necessary steps will
be taken. This can involve Life To The Max
who have truancy workers to help support you
and your child back to regular attendance.

A reminder, from Term 2 we will be enforcing road
rules and the safety of our children on the roads.
We will be enlisting the support of NZ Police with
all infringements.
